;i This Act may be called the Andhra Pradesh Appropriation (No.2)
Act, 2024,

2. The State Govermnent may appropriate from and out of the
Consolidated Fund of the State of Andhra Pradesh, for the Financial Year
which commenced on the 1st April, 2023, a further sum not exceeding
thirty five thousand nine hundred seventy eight crores, sixteen lakhs and
twenty thousand rupees being moneys required to meet, -
